BORN TO READ INFANTS CLUB - INFANTS AND TODDLERS TO 17 MONTHS:
Parents can read to their child and record the titles. If you have read twelve books to your
child during the seven weeks of the program, your child will receive a certificate, gift, and
an entry into a special raffle.
